Dinner reminders:
Sometimes dining with a large group can be a bit challenging when it’s time to split the bill.
After dinner please keep following in mind when paying the bill —

1) If someone at your table did not drink, then they may not want to split the bill evenly. Consider giving them a break on the
bill if you split it evenly.

2) In Breckenridge, Colorado the Combined Sales Tax Rate in 2024 = 9.04%

3) Check your tab carefully because some places add a gratuity to the bill. You may or may not want to supplement
that.

4) For the wait staff at sit-down restaurants, the tip should be between 15% to 20% of the pretax bill.

5) Once you calculate your portion of the bill if you mark it up by 30% then that should cover the tax and tip
adequately.

6) Please consider bringing cash as some restaurants don’t process multiple credit cards.
